We, the faculty members and students, since our foundation on October 1, 1978, the admission of our first undergraduate students in
April 1981, and the graduation of those students in April 1983, have made steady and persistent efforts, while going through some attempts
at important reforms to date, to pursue our social responsibilities as a university with the missions of nurturing abundant practical teaching
capability among school teaders, of re-training these teachers, and of carrying out diversified and sophisticated research activities in education.

With the spirit and goals stated in the Mission Statement of Joetsu University of Education (adopted on March 19, 2009) as guidelines, fully
aware of the sense of mutual respect and mutual benefit, we are determined to put all our energies into challenging tasks, as a sparkling star
among the universities specialized in education, and to advance in order to promote our practice in teacher training and our forefront research
activities in relation to the wide range of education.

Regarding the practice of teacher training, we are devoted to fostering teachers who have practical teaching abilities with a strong “sense of
mission’; “human love’, and “creativity” as educators for elementary schools, junior high schools, high schools, and special-needs schools. In the
school year 2008, we established a new course in the Graduate School of Education (Graduate School of Professional Teaching) and launched a
new effort in teacher training at the graduate level.

With the strong partnership of the Boards of Education of Niigata Prefecture, Niigata City, Joetsu City, Myoko City, Itoigawa City, and other
boards of education within the prefecture, and the schools under their jurisdictions, and also with the support of other education boards inside
and outside the prefecture, our attempts are directed to developing practical models of teacher training as well as partnerships throughout the
country.

Regarding educational research, we will make efforts to develop our research in various disciplines of institutional pedagogy, while promoting
a wide range of research based on the perspectives of theoretical and practical research with the recognition of real educational issues, so that
we will be able to take full advantage of being an education university.

[Our contribution to society and improvement of university administration]

Today, universities are strongly required to make efforts from the standpoint of a contribution to society. We fulfil not only our accountability
as a university and responsibility to disclose our efforts as an educational institution and as academic researchers, but we will also disseminate
information on the outcomes of our efforts inside and outside of our country. In addition, we will actively promote cooperative projects with
overseas allied universities focusing on the enhancement and development of international teacher training.

As a united organization, the faculty members and students of the university continuously make great efforts to accomplish efficiently tasks
in the fields of education, research, and social contribution stated above. | sincerely hope that there will be more willing youths and highly-
motivated teachers joining our university to learn at a campus with a history of achievements and to develop reliable and sophisticated teaching
skills.
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Outline and Characteristics of the University

Reflecting the fact that the education is a great concern among
a wide range of people in Japan, the educational system and
teaching materials have demonstrated remarkable development.
Teachers responsible for school education, which is positioned
in the center of the Japanese educational system, are strongly
required to have superior qualifications and capabilities as
experts, including a general education backed by their sense of
mission and human love as educators, deep understanding of
pedagogical philosophy and methodologies and of human growth
and development, academic ability specialized in the subject areas
that they teach, excellent teaching skills, and so on.

In response to such social needs of the times, which remain
unchanged until today, Joetsu University of Education was
founded on October 1st, 1978 as a national university that aims
to promote the theoretical and practical studies regarding school
education, incorporating the Graduate School of Education,
which intends to provide mainly school teachers for primary and
secondary education with opportunities in academic research
and training, along with the College of Education, offering
undergraduate courses to train future teachers of primary
education.

The Graduate School of Education (Master's Program) conducts
comprehensive and specialized studies of various sciences chiefly
involved in the theory and practice of elementary and secondary
education. It also offers school teachers the opportunity of
pursuing advanced research and improving their theoretical and
practical abilities. For that purpose, approximately two-thirds of
the admission capacity of the Graduate School of Education is
allotted to the teachers who have at least three years of teaching
experience.

The College of Education offers undergraduate courses which
train students to have excellent teaching abilities in all the subject
areas of elementary education. The course work also cultivates
a comprehensive understanding of the processes of growth and
development in children. Considering the importance of primary
education as the starting-point for people's lifelong learning,
special emphasis is placed on building the characters of the
students who intend to become elementary school teachers.

In 1996 the Joint Graduate School in Science of School Education
was opened at Hyogo University of Teacher Education as the
first Ph.D. Program in the field of teacher training in Japan. Its
educational and research system is organized on a cooperative
arrangement among four universities, Joetsu, Hyogo, Okayama,
and Naruto. Supported by the experiences and achievements of
each university's Master's Program, the Joint Graduate School
(Ph.D.Program) conducts practical research on educational
activities and the teaching of subject areas, and thereby aims
to train capable persons with high abilities of research and
instruction.

In addition, in 2008, The Professional Degree Program (Graduate
School of Professional Teaching) was established in the Graduate
School of Education by the development of the Teaching
Profession Graduate School System. The purposes of this degree
course are to promote knowledge about teaching professionalism,
and to train educators who have abilities to deal quickly and
effectively with various problems and phenomena in school
education.

-We will make efforts to provide opportunities for both our
teachers and our students hoping to be teachers to learn together,
and thus to enhance their capabilities in practical teaching.

Research Objectives:

-In the various disciplines of institutional pedagogy, aiming
at integrating both theoretical and practical research, we will
promote state-of-the-art interdisciplinary research.

-Recognizing the issues in practical situations, we will promote
research based on real educational scenarios.

Contribution to Society:

-Utilizing the excellent environment of the local community, we
will disseminate information on the outcomes of our educational
research not only within the country but also to Asia and other
parts of the world.

-As the center of academic culture, we will return the fruits of
our educational research to society while creating opportunities
with the local community to learn from each other.

-We will contribute to enrichment and development of global
teacher education through partnerships with higher education
institutions abroad.

The University's Administrative Foundations:
